Work procedure:
Mix the fruit juice well and filter. Pipette 25 ml of the filtrate and pour into a normal 250 ml vessel, make up to the line with distilled water and shake well. Weigh two analyzes of 25 ml each, add 2 drops of phenolphthalein and titrate with standard sodium hydroxide solution until a light pink color appears, lasting at least 30 seconds.
